Thank you for taking the time to come your child’s conference. When parents and teachers work togeth-
er, our children ultimately benefit!

Playing games with your children is a perfect way to spend time together and build learning skills at the
same time.
Let your child think of a number between a stated range of numbers while you try to guess the
number by asking questions. Here is a sample conversation.
Child: | am thinking of a number between 1 and 100.
Parent: Is it more than 50?
Child: No.
Parent: Is it an even number?
Child: No.
Parent: Is it more than 20 but less than 40?
Child: Yes.
Parent: Can you reach it by starting at zero and counting by 3's?
Child: Yes.
(At this stage, your child could be thinking of 21, 27, 33, or 39.)
After you have guessed your child's number, let your child guess a number from you by asking
