Fun Activities That Will Actively Engage You and Your Child

A palindrome is a word or phrase that can be read the same way in either direction. Examples: eye, level,
madam. Challenge your child to see how many palindromes he or she can think of. To help you may want
your child to write the same consonant with one or two blanks in the middle (d_d, s_ _s) and try filling it
in with a vowel or two (dad, sees).

Practice solving word problems with your child at the store or market. Ask, “If we buy 6 bananas and 4
mangos, how many pieces of fruit will we have altogether?” Answer 6+4= 10. You can give an older child
a more challenging problem. For example, “If a pack of cookies cost 850 fcfa, how much will 3 packs
cost?” (850x3=2,550 fcfa)

Un palindrome est un mot ou un groupe de mots qui peut étre lu de la méme fagon dans les deux sens.
Exemples: radar, ici, ses, un roc cornu. Lancez un défi a votre enfant pour voir combien de palindromes il
ou elle a en téte. Pour lui faciliter la tache, vous pouvez demander a ce que votre enfant écrive la méme
consonne avec un, deux ou trois espaces vides au milieu (d_d, s_ _s) et lui demander de remplir ces es-
paces avec des voyelles. (ses, radar).

Exercez-vous a la résolution des problemes avec votre enfant au magasin ou au marché. Posez-lui la ques-
tion suivante: «Si nous achetons 6 bananes et 4 mangues, combien de fruits aurons-nous en tout?" Ré-
ponse 6+ 4 = 10. Pour un enfant plus agé, vous pouvez rendre le probléme plus difficile. Par exemple, «Si
un paquet de biscuits colte 850 FCFA, combien colteront 3 paquets?" (850 FCFA x3 = 2550 FCFA).
